WEATHER WORD

April wasareal killer, literally! April 8" was
the coldest April Easter Sunday ever. The cold that
occurred the two nights before Easter also realy
affected roses all across north Georgia. Suburban
gardens suffered the most with all foliage and buds
frozen and cane damage on many roses. Some
roses were even killed!

My garden got down to 21° on Easter morning
and was below 25° the two nights before. If the
wind and clouds hadn't come around, it would have
been even colder. Everything froze, and | had to
cut most of my roses back by one or two feet.

Good thing | prune my roses high, but | still will not
have any blooms until at least early June.

To add insult to injury, there has been precious
little rain the past few months and not alot coming
our way. Both the 30 day and 90 day outlook do
not have usin awet pattern so it looks like watering
will be the main garden chore for the near future,
with temperatures averaging near or above normal.
It looks like a drought situation is developing
through early summer.

GEORGIA ENVIRONMENTAL
PROTECTION DIVISION DECLARES
LEVEL TWO DROUGHT STATEWIDE

From the Georgia Department of Natural Resources

The director of the Georgia Environmental
Protection Division (EPD) has declared a Level
Two drought response across the state and will
require al Georgiansto follow a more stringent
outdoor water use schedule. “Every area of
Georgia has been in a persistent and progressive
drought condition since last June,” said EPD
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Director Carol A. Couch. “It’ simportant that we
take steps now to prepare for the warm, typically
dry summer months.”

The drought declaration was made following
ameeting of the State Drought Response
Committee. The Committee includes
representatives from several state, federal and
local agencies, aswell as universities and
nongovernment organizations. The EPD
Director, working with State Climatologist David
Stooksbury, consults with the Committee
members and then determines whether a drought
response declaration is appropriate.

“March was very dry, and it s historically a
very wet month in Georgia,” said State
Climatologist Stooksbury. “That’s one of the
reasons we' re in trouble now.”

The Level Two drought was declared for all
of Georgia. EPD Director Couch said drought
conditions will continue to be monitored and she
will confer with the Drought Response
Committee again in amonth. Revised drought
response declarations will be issued as necessary.

A Level Two drought response declaration
limits outdoor water use to morningsonly. The
new outdoor watering schedules statewide are as
follows:

ODD-NUMBERED addresses may water on
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Sundays12 midnight
to10am.

EVEN-NUMBERED and unnumbered addresses
may water on Mondays, Wednesdays and
Saturdays 12 midnight to 10 am.

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MAY IN THE ROSE GARDEN

OBSERVE — It'stime for the oohs and aahs of
spring. We've waited through a wacky winter,
put in lots of preparatory work, and hopefully
our spring blooms have finally arrived. Enjoy
the forms, the colors, and the fragrances of
spring in the rose garden!

WATER — Rainfall is still lagging; we've had
only half our usual rain thisyear. Those
beautiful blossoms we want require |ots of
water to attain their best color, size, and staying
power, especially as temperatureswarm in
May. Water is especially important to make
food available to our roses, and to protect them
from chemical burn as we spray them.

FEeD — All our roses are awake and rarin’ to go,
but you need to give them help with the energy
they need. That meansit'stimeto feed again,
and again, all through the summer growing
season. Y ou may accomplish that with asingle
long-term fertilizer like Osmocote, by monthly
applications of a balanced granular fertilizer
like 16-4-8, by using a water-soluble fertilizer
like Peter's 20-20-20 every two weeks, or by
providing an organic fertilizer like Mill's Magic
Rose Mix or Purely Organic. Many dedicated
rose growers use a combination throughout the
season, as time and money permit. Just
remember, your roses need something to eat to
make beautiful blooms.

SPRAY — Many rose growers deal with fungus
and insect problems by spraying pesticides. If
you choose to do that in your garden, spray
weekly with agood fungicide, preferably
alternating chemicals to ensure that the fungi
don't develop resistance to them. Or you can
combine asystemic fungicide with acontact
fungicide in asingle spray — for instance, many
rosarians use mancozeb every time they spray,
in combination with Funginex (triforine) or
Banner-Maxx. Keep an eyeout in your garden
for aphids, which like to suck on tender new
shoots, and thrips, which leave ugly brown
edges on rose petals this time of year. Control
